During the club’s Diamond Jubilee Year in 2002, the club decided to undertake a
project of walking the length of the Pennine Way over the next ten year period.
The next stage is being led by Sally Dudley over the weekend of  7th-9th May
2010 and the route for the weekend is from Langdon Beck to Garrigill and visits
one of Britain’s last wildnerness areas - The North Pennines.

On Friday night we will be staying at Langdon Beck Youth Hostel and on  Saturday
we will be backpacking to Dufton Youth Hostel - a route of 13 miles via Cauldron
Snout and High Cup Nick which is one of the best views on the Pennine Way.  All
meals can be booked at the Youth Hostel and there is also a friendly village pub.
On Sunday we leave Dufton and head for Garrigill, a route of 16 miles via Great
and Little Dunn Fells and Cross Fell  (the highest point of the Pennine Way) so
quite a climb but great views.  The cost of accommodation for the weekend is £32
for the two overnight stays with meals extra.
